describes it, ‘‘perhaps the most
famous window ever offered
up for sale in the world.’’

Or it could be the wrong win-
dow, mistakenly removed from
the Texas School Book Deposi-
tory, at 411 Elm St., by a confused
worker in the weeks after the
Nov. 22, 1963, assassination.

That’s the argument of sev-
eral conspiracy theorists and
museum critics and the claim
of a Nashville man who bought
the building in 1970 and said
he took the real sniper’s perch
when he lost the property to
foreclosure.

Window touted

By the time the weather’s right
to enjoy the Monongahela River
this spring, the Mon River Cen-
ter will be ready and waiting, Mor-
gantown City Manager Dan Boroff
said.

The center is a restaurant, river-
view and boating complex being
completed on the river at the end
of Donley Street in the Wharf Dis-
trict. “We hope in 60-90 days to be
able to open with the restaurant,
and spaces at the dock,” Boroff
said.

Being built with a state Eco-
nomic Development Grant, the
$4.25 million project “is going to be
a signature piece for riverfront
development,” he said.

Platinum Properties is handling
construction of the center and an
adjacent $17 million mixed-use
building known as Marina Towers.

The bone-chilling cold weather
has stopped work, but that’s been
a bonus for the planners, they said.

“We want to make sure what
we’ve got [for the restaurant] is
right,” said Rich Lane, Platinum’s
development director, “and it does-
n’t compete with other places in the
area, such as Waterfront Place,
Oliverio’s, La Casa and others.”

Within the next month, he
expects to name the restaurant
that will be opening at the center.
It won’t, he said, necessarily open
at the same time the docks and
boat rentals become available.

“Right now, we’re targeting the
marina portion to open in the
spring, with the boat rentals and
such,” Lane said. Only docking
facilities are available and it won’t
offer fuel.

An operating boating facility
will help the plans to hold a pilot
regatta in Morgantown sometime
in June or July, he said.

Representatives of Morgantown
and Platinum Properties are meet-
ing with folks in Pittsburgh on
developing the regatta, an event
required by the state economic
development grant, he said.

“We should have more details
about this in 60-90 days,” Lane
said.

BOPARC will be in charge of
the boating section.

“We will be managing the down-
stairs and the boat docks, the slip
rentals and boat rentals,” BOPARC
Associate Director Ralph LaRue
said.

“Downstairs, the primary ten-
ant will be the WVU Women’s
Crew,” he said. “Any space left
over will be leased by the Com-
munity Rowing Association.”

Because the Women’s Crew
team hasn’t moved yet, LaRue said,
they don’t know exactly how much
space the boats and other equip-
ment will take up.

A small area for seasonal staff
during boating season will act as an
office and provide storage for oars
and life jackets for the rental canoes
and kayaks.

“There will be 16 slip rentals
for boats on the river,” LaRue said.
“We haven’t set the price for those
yet, but it will be competitive with
Stonewall Jackson, Woods Boat

House and Cheat Lake facilities.”
Lane said weather has delayed

installing the dock to be used by the
Women’s Crew. “We’re waiting
for the weather to break to do that,”
he said.

The city is to let a contract
“within the next week or so” for gas
lines and utility work at Marina
Tower, he said.

“We’re looking at starting on
the Marina Tower within the next
60 days,” Lane said. “It’s highly
likely we’ll keep the trail detour in
place while we are working on it.”

The detour area should not affect
the annual triathlon competition,
which includes a run down and
back that particular stretch of rail-
trail, Lane said.

Marina Tower is expected to be
ready for occupancy in early 2008.
It will be an eight-story, 100,000-
square-foot facility offering office,
commercial and retail space, with
an upscale restaurant on the first
floor.

LaRue can’t wait for the cen-
ter to be ready.

“I’ve been up on deck watch-
ing boat docks being construct-
ed,” he said, “and I will say from a
personal standpoint that the deck
and restaurant view of the river is
going to be gorgeous.”

WVU aim:
Fast-track
research
CD will help promote
biomedical advances

The WVU Health Sciences Cen-
ter wants to accomplish its 10-year
plan in only five years.

That means doubling the number
of scientists it wants to hire, from 42
in the next five years to 84 — and
accelerating scientific discoveries,
among other initiatives, said Dr.
Robert M. D’Alessandri, vice pres-
ident of the Robert C. Byrd Health
Sciences Center, and Blanchette
Rockefeller Neurosciences Insti-
tute president.

The goal is twofold. One is to
help people, who ultimately benefit
from advances in biomedical
research, he said.

Two is to help the economy. The
expanded research could mean more
jobs sooner — 2,000 to 3,000 addi-
tional jobs, which, at its peak, would
bring about $200 million a year in
economic development, he said.

To reach that goal, WVU needs
more political support and money for
biomedical research, D’Alessandri
said.

“First thing is to get people to
better understand what biomedical
research is all about. We believe
that if people understand it better,
then support for biomedical research
will increase,” he said.

Cold cramps school buses

Cold weather continued to cause transportation prob-
lems for Preston County schools, while garage prob-
lems sent Monongalia County buses to a local gas
station Thursday.

In Preston, frozen diesel fuel in the county’s school
buses is a problem in this week’s single-digit tem-
peratures, Superintendent John Lofink said.

The fuel is treated with additives to stop it from turn-
ing to gel, but the additives aren’t working, Preston
Schools Chief Mechanic Chuck Teter said Wednesday.

Lofink said some buses that started Wednesday
wouldn’t start Thursday. While the diesel engines
can be plugged into an electrical outlet to keep the oil
warm and make them start easier, it does nothing for
fuel freeze-ups, he said.

“Typically, we don’t have this long a spell of pro-
longed low temperatures,” Lofink said.

Posted boast gets deer hunter, dad busted

Two Harrison County hunters
have learned the hard way that if
you’re going to break the law, don’t
advertise it.

In January, Robert D. “Mur-
phy” Kane II, 26, of Bridgeport,
posted on the Internet that he

killed two bucks on the first day
of the 2006 buck season, according
to a report from the West Vir-
ginia Division of Natural
Resources. The legal limit is one
per day.

The information was posted on
an outdoors-related message board,
labeled “Opening Day Bucks,”
where Kane disclosed details of
both kills, including photos of him-
self and the deer, said Sgt. Roy
Cool, of the DNR’s Law Enforce-
ment Section District 1 office in
Farmington.

‘‘I guess you can say that Kane’s
boasting of his deer kills on the
Web drew plenty of attention, but
not the kind he wanted,’’ Cool said
in the report.

Kane was charged with five
wildlife violations — conspiring
to violate wildlife law, failure to
field tag a deer, illegal possession
of a buck deer, hunting after killing
a legally killed deer and exceeding
the daily bag limit, Cool said in
the report.

Kane appeared before Harri-
son County Magistrate Warren E.

Davis and pleaded no contest to
the charges, according to the report.
He paid a total of $861.50 in fines and
court costs, which included a $200
replacement fee for the illegally
killed buck.

Investigating officers also con-
fiscated Kane’s 10-point rack, which
was waiting to be mounted at a
taxidermy, Cool said.

Kane’s father, Robert D. Kane I,
53, of Clarksburg, was also charged
with conspiring with his son to
violate game law, and illegal pos-
session of a buck deer, Cool said.

Director of Transportation Irv
Schuetzner said Mon County also
uses the fuel additive for its diesel
and biodiesel fuels, but tempera-
tures have been warmer in Mon
County. The Thursday morning low
was 11 degrees.

However, a broken fuel pump at
Monongalia County Schools’ bus
garage forced buses to fill up at the
BFS gas station in Sabraton.

Schuetzner said the county has a
fuel contract with BFS, so the school
buses get a discount when filling
up there.

Schuetzner said Thursday morn-
ing that a technician was coming by
in the afternoon to fix the broken fuel
pump. It should be back up and run-
ning for this morning’s bus routes.

Terra Alta and Bruceton report-
ed temperatures below zero Thurs-
day morning. Terra Alta is also
where one of two schools are expe-
riencing furnace problems, leading
to plumbing problems.

One of three furnaces at Terra
Alta, a gas furnace in the elementary
wing, doesn’t seem to be working at
capacity, Lofink said. There was no
heat in a first-grade bathroom and
a teacher bathroom for part of the
week, but it should be back on line
by today, he said.

Lofink said water pipes froze in
the bathrooms.

At Fellowsville Elementary, a
regulator in the old coal-fired furnace
had to be replaced after tempera-
tures dropped Wednesday in the
section of the building it heats.
While working on the furnace, main-
tenance personnel found a frozen
water line. Both problems should
be repaired now, Lofink said.

“The other [furnaces] I think are
holding their own,” he said.

Preston school staff have been

in school even though students were
not. Operating on a two-hour delay,
staff used the days for training and
education.

Kids enjoy time off
While water pipes and diesel fuel

are freezing in Preston County
schools, students are anything but
frozen after five days off.

“They stay up very late, and they
get up very late,” Karen Cox, of
Kingwood, said Thursday of her
three children, who attend second,
third and ninth grade.

The kids have been on the com-
puter, outside in the snow, even
cleaned their rooms, Cox said. In
the evenings they have basketball
games to keep busy.

Her in-laws have joked she needs
to start home-schooling, Cox said. She
would just like them to read more,
she said.

Corinna Brown, of Newburg,
agrees. Brown recalls she used to
read a lot on snow days. Her daugh-
ters, a junior, sixth-grader and
fourth-grader, seem less interested
in books. They’ve even cleaned their
rooms, in addition to playing on
their Game Cube, watching televi-
sion and keeping busy.

“They are definitely bored today,”
Brown said. “Today they went to
their grandmother’s and are shov-
eling snow and making a path.”

School officials hope they’ll be
able to return to school next week.

“They’re telling us it’s supposed
to go into the 20s over the weekend,
so we’re optimistic” about holding
school next week, Lofink said Thurs-
day.

AccuWeather predicts tempera-
tures rising into the low 30s in both
counties early next week. 

In Morgantown, AccuWeather
said, expect a high of 24 today, drop-
ping to 12 tonight. Saturday will be
similar — high 23, low 11.

Then Sunday and Monday, tem-

peratures will climb to 30 and 33
respectively, with lows of 19 and 20.

In Kingwood, today’s high should
be 23, dropping to 8, AccuWeather
said. Saturday should bring a high
of 25 and low of 9.

Sunday and Monday, it’ll climb to
29 and 35, with lows of 15 and 16.

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State House ousts no-show lawmaker

CHARLESTON — The House of
Delegates declared the seat of long-
absent member Ron Thompson
vacant Thursday, making him the
first state legislator in West Vir-

ginia, and perhaps the country, to
be removed from office for refusing
to take his oath of office.

The House approved without
debate a resolution (HR16) invoking
a provision of the West Virginia

Constitution that says lawmakers
forfeit their seats for such a refusal.

Thompson said in a letter to
House leaders last month that he
was seeking treatment for a medical
condition, but didn’t elaborate.

It introduces scientists and some
biomedical research going on at
the WVU Robert C. Byrd Health
Sciences Center.

The CD also includes an inter-
view with a breast cancer patient
whose cancer treatment symptoms
were eased by a drug being devel-
oped.

“What we would like to do is
put a face on some of it,” he said,
referring to the work being done.

D’Alessandri said that during
the next three weeks he’ll give the
disc to state legislators and members
of Congress, so they can see the
need for more research money and
political support.

WVU’s research program is
already growing, D’Alessandri said.
There are about 300 faculty doing
research, including more than 150
whose work is funded — $20 million
of that is through the National
Institutes for Health.

NIH funds discoveries, but not
commercial development, D’A-
lessandri said.

Each NIH grant creates 7 jobs —
five directly for the research, and
2 indirectly, such as library support
staff or maintenance, he said.

And the Health Sciences Cen-
ter’s list of scientists is helping
draw in new hires.

In just more than the past 12
months, 14 scientists have been
hired, 12 of whom have their
research already funded, said Bill
Case, Health Sciences spokesman.

The hires signal a turning point
for the research program, Case
said.

Where scientists once were
trained at the center but left to
seek work elsewhere, now, “They
are flowing back. People are seeing
this is a place that can make their
research grow,” he said.

There are several strategies to get
support, D’Alessandri said.

For example, money that the
state Legislature sets aside for
research in higher education insti-
tutions could be targeted for insti-
tutions that do research.

That would mean convincing
the state Higher Education Policy
Commission to set money aside
specifically for biomedical research
at WVU, D’Alessandri said.

Another option is to get a check-
box on state tax forms, asking tax-
payers to check the box to donate
money toward biomedical research.

A recent survey shows that 77
percent of West Virginians sur-
veyed said they would support an
additional tax of $1 per month that
would be devoted to biomedical
research, D’Alessandri said.

“RESEARCH: Discovery &
Hope” is a new CD that intro-
duces scientists and some bio-
medical research ongoing at the
WVU Robert C. Byrd Health Sci-
ences Center. It covers research
into neuroscience, cancer, car-
diovascular, diabetes, obesity
and metabolic disorders, neuro-
science, and respiratory and
immune diseases.

HOLLYWOOD, Fla. — Anna Nicole
Smith, the pneumatic blonde whose
life played out as an extraordinary
tabloid tale — Playboy centerfold,
jeans model, bride of an octogenari-
an oil tycoon, reality-show subject,
tragic mother — died Thursday after
collapsing at a hotel. She was 39.

She was stricken while staying at
the Seminole Hard Rock Hotel and
Casino and was rushed to a hospital.
Edwina Johnson, chief investiga-
tor for the Broward County Med-
ical Examiner’s Office, said the cause
of death was under investigation
and an autopsy would be done today.

Just five months ago, Smith’s 20-
year-old son, Daniel, died suddenly
in the Bahamas in what was believed
to be a drug-related death.

Dr. Joshua Perper, the chief
Broward County medical examiner
who will perform the autopsy, said
if her death was from natural caus-
es, the findings would likely be
announced quickly.

Through the ’90s and into the
new century, Smith was famous for
being famous, a pop-culture punch-
line because of her up-and-down
weight, her Marilyn Monroe looks,
her exaggerated curves, her little-girl
voice, her ditzy-blonde persona and
her over-the-top revealing outfits.

Recently, she lost a reported 69
pounds and became a spokeswoman
for TrimSpa, a weight-loss supple-
ment. On her reality show and other
recent TV appearances, her speech
was often slurred and she seemed out
of it. Some critics said she seemed
drugged-out.

‘‘Undoubtedly it will be found at
the end of the day that drugs featured
in her death as they did in the death
of poor Daniel,’’ said a former attor-
ney for Smith in the Bahamas,
Michael Scott.

Smith attorney Ron Rale told
The Associated Press that he had
talked to her Tuesday or Wednesday,
and she had flu symptoms and a
fever and was still grieving over
her son. He dismissed suggestions
her death was related to drugs as ‘‘a
bunch of nonsense.’’

The Texas-born Smith was a top-
less dancer at a strip club before she
entered her photos in a search contest
and made the cover of Playboy mag-
azine in 1992. She became Playboy’s
playmate of the year in 1993.

In 1994, she married 89-year-old
oil tycoon J. Howard Marshall II,
owner of Great Northern Oil Co. In
1992, Forbes magazine estimated
his wealth at $550 million.

Marshall died in 1995 at age 90, set-
ting off a feud with Smith’s former
stepson, E. Pierce Marshall, over
his estate. A federal court in Cali-
fornia awarded Smith $474 million.
That was later overturned. But in
May, the U.S. Supreme Court revived
her case, ruling that she deserved
another day in court.

Tabloid bombshell,
39, collapses at
a hotel in Florida

MSHA: Mines must
provide air to keep
trapped miners alive

CHARLESTON — Underground
coal mines must provide enough
breathable air to keep trapped min-
ers alive until they can be rescued,
the federal Mine Safety and Health
Administration said Thursday.

The requirement is part of the
new federal Mine Improvement and
New Emergency Response Act,
which became law in June after a
string of deadly accidents, including
the deaths of 12 miners at the Sago
Mine in January 2006.

The sweeping measure requires
mine operators to provide enough air
to keep miners alive in an emer-
gency but does not specify how that
mandate should be met. Thursday,
MSHA gave mine operators sever-
al options to comply with that
requirement.

Mine operators can provide a 96-
hour supply of air in a shelter or an
area of the mine designated for bar-
ricading against contaminants.
Operators also can drill boreholes to
provide a constant flow of fresh air
to a designated area or shelter.
Another option is a 48-hour supply

of air with a contingency plan to
provide additional air if needed,
MSHA said.

‘‘Providing this guidance is an
important step in implementing the
MINER Act and will help ensure
that miners are protected should
an accident occur,’’ MSHA direc-
tor Richard Stickler said. ‘‘If miners
cannot evacuate a mine following an
underground mine emergency, they
need a safe location that maintains
an adequate supply of breathable
air for them to use while they await
rescue.’’

Mine operators have 30 days to
submit plans for providing breath-
able air to MSHA, which has been
criticized by the United Mine Work-
ers labor union and members of
Congress for not implementing the
MINER Act quickly.

The requirement announced
Thursday came as a surprise to the
industry.

A National Mining Association
spokesman hadn’t heard of the new
requirement before being contacted
by the media. The organization did-
n’t have an immediate comment.

Palestinian
rivals agree
to share power

MECCA, Saudi Arabia — Rival
Palestinian factions signed a
power-sharing accord aimed at
ending months of bloodshed
Thursday, agreeing that the
Islamic militant group Hamas
would head a new coalition gov-
ernment that would ‘‘respect’’
past peace agreements with
Israel.

However, the United States and
Israel have demanded the new
government explicitly renounce
violence, recognize Israel and
agree to uphold past peace
accords. The vague promise to
respect past deals — a compro-
mise reached after Hamas reject-
ed pressure for more binding lan-
guage — did not appear to go far
enough.

U.S. and Israeli acceptance is
crucial to the deal’s success.
Unless they are convinced Hamas
has sufficiently moderated, the
West is unlikely to lift a crippling
financial blockade of the Palestin-
ian government, and it will be dif-
ficult to advance the peace
process.

‘‘Israel expects a new Palestin-
ian government to respect and
accept all three of the internation-
al community principles — recog-
nition of Israel, acceptance of all
former agreements and renuncia-
tion of all terror and violence,’’
Israeli government spokeswoman
Miri Eisin told The Associated
Press after the accord was
announced.

Iran’s Khamenei warns
U.S.: We’ll hit back

TEHRAN, Iran — Iran’s
supreme leader said Thursday that
if the United States were to attack
Iran, the country would respond

by striking U.S. interests all over
the world — the latest sharp
exchange in an escalating standoff
between the two countries.

The comments by Iranian
supreme leader
Ayatollah Ali
Khamenei came
on the same day
that another top
official, Tehran’s
ambassador to
the United
Nations, Javad
Zarif, warned in
a column in The
New York Times
that efforts to iso-

late Iran would backfire on the
United States, increasing sectari-
an tensions in the volatile Middle
East, including Iraq.

The United States is reaping
‘‘the expected bitter fruits of its
ill-conceived adventurism,’’ he
said.

The United States and Iran
have been in an increasingly
tense standoff over Tehran’s
nuclear program. The tensions
have worsened recently because
of U.S. allegations of Iranian influ-
ence in Iraq.

The United States has denied it
has any plans to strike Iran mili-
tarily but has sent an additional
aircraft carrier to the Persian
Gulf in what U.S. officials call an
effort to show strength in the face
of rising Iranian regional influ-
ence.

U.S.-backed forces arrest
Health Ministry official

BAGHDAD, Iraq — U.S.-backed
Iraqi forces stormed the Health
Ministry and arrested the No. 2
official Thursday, accusing him of
diverting millions of dollars to the
biggest Shiite militia and allow-
ing death squads use of ambu-
lances and government hospitals
to carry out kidnappings and
killings.

Shiite politicians allied with

anti-American cleric Muqtada al-
Sadr denounced the arrest of
Deputy Health Minister Hakim al-
Zamili as a violation of Iraqi sov-
ereignty and demanded that the
prime minister intervene to win
his release.

But Prime Minister Nouri al-
Maliki and his senior advisers
remained silent. Al-Maliki, a Shi-
ite, is under strong U.S. pressure
to crack down on Shiite militias
and has pledged not to interfere in
the security operation to rid
Baghdad’s streets of gunmen from
both Islamic sects.

N. Korea talks resume;
agreement seems possible

BEIJING — Talks on North
Korea’s nuclear programs
resumed on a positive note Thurs-
day, with the Chinese hosts dis-
tributing a draft agreement and
the North agreeing in principle to
initial steps to disarm.

Envoys from six nations are
trying to agree on steps to imple-
ment a September 2005 deal in
which North Korea pledged to dis-
arm in exchange for aid and secu-
rity guarantees. The 2005 deal —
the only one to emerge since nego-
tiations began, in 2003 — was a
broad statement of principles that
did not outline any concrete steps
for dismantling North Korea’s
nuclear program.

The main U.S. envoy, Assistant
Secretary of State Christopher
Hill, said the new proposal would
be ‘‘a set of actions that would
have to be taken in a finite
amount of time.’’ He declined to
give specifics, but said moves
would occur in a matter of weeks.

‘‘The delegations are coalesc-
ing around some of the themes
that we believe should be the
basis for a first step in implement-
ing’’ the 2005 agreement, Hill said.
‘‘The first step of a journey is
often the most difficult step, and
this effort is in fact proving that.’’

FORT WORTH, Texas — Like
lots of toddlers, 2-year-old Timo-
thy Smith routinely plays with
toys that teach him to sing tunes,
repeat simple words and count
to 10.

That’s how he learned that the
wet stuff in his bathtub is called
agua.

Timothy’s parents want him to
grow up speaking English and
Spanish and appreciating his His-
panic roots. And they’re relying
on bilingual toys to help.

‘‘I’m Hispanic, and my husband
speaks mostly English,’’ said Tim-
othy’s mother, Reace Alvarenga-
Smith. ‘‘We try to seek out bilingual
toys because the dominant lan-
guage in our home, unfortunately,
is English.’’

The Arlington, Texas, family
doesn’t have to search very hard
these days.

From colorful, counting maracas
to huggable, talking bears, bilingual
playthings have become increas-
ingly popular as retailers and man-
ufacturers tap the burgeoning His-
panic market.

In fact, Toys ‘‘R’’ Us cited bilin-
gual products among the biggest
trends of last Christmas’ toy-buy-
ing season.

Industry insiders trace the
growth largely to the popularity
of several animated TV charac-
ters: Nick Jr.’s Dora the Explorer,
a 7-year-old, problem-solving, Lati-
na adventurer; her animal-loving
cousin, Diego; and Maya and
Miguel, the 10-year-old twins at
the center of a PBS show.

Although the cartoon celebri-

ties have a spate of products on
store shelves, toymakers also
have introduced an array of other
items to appeal to Hispanic fam-
ilies and to English-speaking par-
ents who want to add a few words
of Spanish to their children’s
vocabularies.

‘‘I think that parents want
their kids to have a bilingual
edge,’’ said Adrienne Citrin, a
spokeswoman for the Toy Indus-
try Association. ‘‘Kids under 5,
their brains are like sponges.
They can really pick up that lan-
guage quicker.’’

For the toy business, bilingual
products have taken off along with
Hispanics’ economic clout.

Hispanics account for almost
15 percent of U.S. residents, accord-
ing to the Pew Hispanic Center’s
most recent data.

Harley-Davidson: Strike means
motorcycle shipments will be short
Associated Press

MILWAUKEE — Harley-David-
son Inc. said Thursday an ongoing
strike at a Pennsylvania factory
means the motorcycle maker will
miss shipment guidance for the first
quarter.

The Milwaukee-based company
had expected to ship between 82,000
and 84,000 bikes during the first
three months of the year.

The company declined to pro-
vide its updated shipment guidance
for the first quarter and also would
not say whether the strike at its
plant in York, Pa., will have an effect
on full year financial guidance.

Nearly 2,800 unionized employees
have been on strike since Friday
after they overwhelmingly reject-
ed the company’s contract proposal
last week. The three-year proposal
offered annual raises of 4 percent, but
it also would have reduced pay rates
for new hires, required employees to
begin paying part of their health
insurance premiums and forced
pension concessions.

The company and the Interna-
tional Association of Machinists
and Aerospace Works Local 175 held
federally mediated negotiations
Tuesday and Wednesday, though
nothing was resolved, Harley

spokesman Bob Klein said. No fur-
ther meetings are planned, he said.

Harley also informed the union it
would cancel its workers’ health and
life insurance Monday, a normal
action during strikes, Klein said.

Messages left with union offi-
cials were not immediately returned
Thursday.

Harley has said the strike may
force it to temporarily lay off as

many as 740 employees at two Wis-
consin plants as early as next week.
The company said it expects to
reduce production of engines and
transmissions in Menomonee Falls,
Wis., and injection-molded compo-
nents in Tomahawk, Wis. Initial
layoffs would be voluntary, Harley
said in a news release Thursday,
but they could be followed by forced
layoffs.

ICG: Low coal prices will delay another new mine

CHARLESTON — Sluggish
demand and low prices have prompt-
ed International Coal Group to delay
development of a new Taylor Coun-
ty mine and develop a list of addi-
tional mines to close if market con-
ditions get worse, Chief Executive
Ben Hatfield said Thursday.

ICG had planned to develop the
Tygart Valley mine complex this
year and begin producing coal next
year. Now that plan is being delayed
for a year to conserve capital, Hat-
field said during a conference call
with securities analysts.

The company shut down several
mines last year and might idle more
if prices and demand don’t rise.

‘‘We’ve already developed a hit list
of the marginal production units that
could be on the bubble even as early
as the second quarter,’’ Hatfield said.
‘‘I certainly wouldn’t rule that out.’’

A day earlier, ICG said it lost $9.3
million last year, compared with a
profit of $31.8 million in 2005. ICG

blamed the loss on the Sago Mine
explosion that killed 12 miners, prob-
lems at the Sycamore 2 Mine near
Jarvisville and a fire that idled the
Viper mine in Illinois for 30 days.

ICG’s stock fell 10 cents, or 2.01
percent, to $4.88 on the New York
Stock Exchange Thursday after-
noon.

ICG said it expects coal production
to remain flat at about 16 million tons

this year. Hatfield said 84 percent of
that total has been sold at an aver-
age of $42.60 per ton excluding freight
and handling costs. ICG expects to
sign contracts for the bulk of its
unsold coal later in the year when
Hatfield expects prices to stabilize.

‘‘Right now the market looks
pretty weak,’’ Hatfield said. ‘‘One of
the big variables is just how quick-
ly the production in the east is going
to come in line with demand.’’

Besides ICG other top producers
such as Richmond, Va.-based Massey
Energy Co. and Pittsburgh-based
Consol Energy have idled mines in
recent months.

Hatfield told analysts he expects
more production cuts, especially
among smaller producers. ICG hopes
to find acquisitions if that happens
because some small operations have
valuable sales contracts that the
company could fill from its own
reserves. Massey CEO Don Blanken-
ship recently outlined similar hopes
for analysts.

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Dear Abby
Parents deny cause 
of son’s obsessive

behavior.

Hannibal Lecter grew tire-
some the second and third times
Anthony Hopkins played him as
a full-blown psychopath in all
his seasoned, insatiable glory.

Young Hannibal, as played by
Gaspard Ulliel in the ponderous-
ly silly ‘‘Hannibal Rising,’’ is a
green, boyish, bland pup by com-
parison.

Watching the earnest but
under-qualified Ulliel perpetrate
Hannibal’s initial grisly slay-
ings is like going back in time to
hear the screeches of a violin
virtuoso’s incipient swipes on
the strings the first time he
picks up the instrument.

‘‘Young Hannibal’’ chronicles
the early years of Lecter, the
serial killer masterfully played
by Hopkins in ‘‘The Silence of
the Lambs,’’ a role he reprised to

considerably lesser effect in the
sequel ‘‘Hannibal’’ and the pre-
quel ‘‘Red Dragon.’’

Author Thomas Harris, for
the first time writing the screen-
play for one of his Lecter tales,
expands on some brief reflec-
tions of Hannibal’s childhood in
an earlier novel to offer the full
back story of how a bright-eyed
boy becomes a cannibalistic
monster.

The story opens in Lithuania
in 1944, where Hannibal, sister
Mischa and their parents are
trying to ride out the last gasps
of World War II. Caught between
the Soviet advance and the final
savagery of local Nazi sympa-
thizers, Hannibal winds up
orphaned and emotionally shat-
tered by an atrocity involving
his adorable baby sister.

Harris and director Peter
Webber, making a gruesome U-
turn from his quiet, artful ‘‘Girl
With a Pearl Earring,’’ gloss
over Hannibal’s early teen years

in a Soviet orphanage and his
escape to the West, clunkily
transplanting him in an instant
to the bosom of his beautiful
aunt, Lady Murasaki (Gong Li),
in France.

Hannibal gets lessons from
his aunt in Oriental warrior tra-
ditions and as a young medical
student gets to play with cadav-
ers, both pastimes that will
serve him well in his future
hobby as carver and consumer
of human flesh.

Early on, there are traces of
wicked humor and insight into
Hannibal’s bestial development,
but ‘‘Hannibal Rising’’ quickly
tumbles our vicious protagonist
into carnal, vengeful butchery
merely to satisfy his — and the
filmmakers’ — bloodlust.

Hannibal embarks on a reign
of revenge involving a local
butcher who insulted his aunt
and then on the brute (Rhys
Ifans) and his henchmen respon-
sible for his sister’s horrible fate.

It’s savage, visceral — and
kind of boring. Nothing Hanni-
bal does, internally or external-
ly, is terribly interesting, and
Ulliel’s lightweight presence
doesn’t help.

Ulliel is best-known to U.S.
audiences as Audrey Tautou’s
missing lover in ‘‘A Very Long
Engagement,’’ where the actor’s
boyishness served the story
well. As diabolical iceman
Lecter, Ulliel’s fresh-faced
bloodlust is often farcically

grotesque.
Gong is typically grand as

Murasaki, though realizing the
demon her nephew’s becoming,
her character’s attachment
toward Hannibal is incompre-
hensible. Dominic West adds a
fine supporting role as a French
detective on Hannibal’s trail, yet
his character’s passivity toward
his quarry also is puzzling.

The real trouble is with Har-
ris’ story, which asks the audi-

ence to embrace Hannibal as a
sort of hero and victim whose
terrible actions are justified
because of his childhood trauma.

Hannibal’s a far more engag-
ing character as he appears in
‘‘Silence of the Lambs,’’ a devil
without a past, a mythic crea-
ture born with the cannibal
chromosome, a monster who
just is, not one that needs to be
explained away.

Like that violin virtuoso

scratching tunelessly on the
strings, Hannibal Lecter had to
start somewhere. Doesn’t mean
we want to sit through his
grade-school debut recital,
though.

‘‘Hannibal Rising,’’ an MGM
and Weinstein Co. release, is
rated R for strong grisly violent
content and some language/sex-
ual references. Running time:
121 minutes. One and a half
stars out of four.

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WVPT donation questionable

The identity of a person who
opened a $400,000 bank account last
month to help construct a West Vir-
ginia Public Theatre may never be
revealed to the public. 

But the West Virginia Econom-
ic Development Authority on Thurs-
day said the money, though con-
tributed by a person who wishes
to remain anonymous, needs to be

documented for the development
authority office.

“Yes, we must be provided with
that documentation so we know
that funding is in place for 100 per-
cent of the project,” said Caren
Wilcher, development authority
associate director.

The development authority
awarded the city of Morgantown a
$13.9 million state grant to help
build a theater, marina and sup-
porting infrastructure near the
Waterfront Place Hotel.

Wilcher said the agreement
between the development authori-
ty and the city of Morgantown states
that “if any additional commit-
ments from other sources of fund-
ing are made in the future, docu-
mentation of such commitments

shall be provided promptly to the
WVEDA,” according to a memo-
randum of understanding between
the development authority and the
city.

“That’s what it says,” Wilcher
said about the agreement. “This is
the first I’ve heard of” the anony-
mous donation.

On Jan. 16, WVPT announced at
a Morgantown City Council meeting
that it had replaced $400,000 in city
funds for construction of a theater.
The money came from the first four
installments of a $500,000 donation
pledge made by the city in 2003.

The funds were intended for con-
struction purposes, according to a
Jan. 22, 2003 request from Ron Ian-
none, WVPT director. However,
that money was used by the the-
ater for operational expenses.

“We can’t control what the the-

ater spent the money on,” Wilcher
said. “But if what’s actually occurred
is that money has been secured for
construction, then we must know.”

Tom Rogers, WVPT board pres-
ident, told council Jan. 16 that an
anonymous person had established
a $400,000 account in a local bank to
replace the funds.

“Perhaps it was ill-advised for the
theater to borrow funds from the
future construction fund account to
an account for general expenses as
well as construction planning,”
Rogers told council at the January
meeting.

Jeff Mikorski, assistant city man-
ager, helps administer the state
grant.

“It’s not additional money,” Miko-
rski said of the anonymous donation.
“The city put forward the $400,000
[$100,000 a year since 2003], and the

theater used it. That $400,000 [the
anonymous account] was a part of
their fundraising campaign. So as
far as the EDA is concerned, it’s
just money they were able to raise
to help with construction.”

Mikorski said WVPT was under
the impression it could use the city
money “how they saw fit.

“They’re replenishing the $400,000
that they would have had on hand
at the time of construction,” he
said.

Dan Boroff, city manager, agreed
with Mikorski, saying the devel-
opment authority’s concern is that
the money is in place for the project.
When asked if the development
authority should be informed about
the new $400,000 account earmarked
for construction, Boroff answered:

Franciscans 
favor sale of
Cheat friary

The Good Counsel Friary is not
for sale — but the Franciscan
Fathers said they would not mind
selling it.

Father Patrick Boyle, vicar
provincial minister of the Immac-
ulate Conception province of the
Franciscan Fathers, explained
what he believes may be the source
of the widespread rumors of the
Cheat Lake friary’s closure: a
recent, province-wide vote to see
if the Immaculate Conception fri-
ars favor closing and selling it.

“Everyone was in favor of sell-
ing it with the exception of maybe
three people,” Boyle said.

The poll went out to every friar
in the province, which encom-
passes much of the eastern and
northeast regions of America and
part of Canada.

When the Franciscan Fathers
want to sell a piece of property,
Boyle said, the organization must
first poll its friars for their support.
A poll does not mean that the fri-
ars will end up selling a property,
but it is always a first step, he
said.

Boyle did not know why the
poll was taken, but he was cer-
tain of its outcome. The Good Coun-
sel Friary is on the most south-
western edge of the province’s ter-
ritory. Because it is so remote, he
said, none of the friars want to
come and take the place of Father
Jude Mili, one of the friary’s long-
time residents, who recently retired
due to failing health.

Several prospective buyers have
made offers to the province in the
past few months, Boyle said, but the
province has gone no further than
taking the poll.

Father Matthew Morreale, for-
merly of the Holy Assumption
Diocesan Parish in Roebling, N.J.,
was appointed temporary admin-
istrator of the Good Counsel Friary,
Boyle said. When asked about
rumors of the friary canceling its
programs, Boyle did not comment
except to say its programs had
been minimal in recent years.

Calls to the Good Counsel Friary
for Morreale were not returned
Wednesday, nor could he be
reached through the Holy Assump-
tion Diocesan Parish.

“Father Matthew has every
right not to speak to you if he so
chooses,” Boyle said.

Chad Proudfoot, president of
both the Monongalia Historical
Society and the Monongalia His-
toric Landmarks Commission,
said the poll could have been inter-
preted as an intention to sell the
Franciscan-owned friary.

“It’s their property, so they
have the right to appraise it or do
anything to it,” Proudfoot said.
“I’m glad that, at the moment, they
do not want to sell it.”

Proudfoot said he would con-
tinue to push to preserve the friary
and to keep open communication
with the Franciscan Fathers.

The professional recruiting firm
helping WVU find its next president
met with the Board of Governors’
search committee this week.

R. William Funk and Associ-
ates is helping the search com-
mittee find a replacement for Pres-
ident David C. Hardesty Jr., who
will be retiring in September 2007. 

William Funk, search consul-
tant, said 40-60 candidates are
actively seeking the job.

“We’ve pretty much completed
with building the pool and are in the
process of distilling the pool — eval-
uating the candidates with the pur-
pose of narrowing the pool,” he said. 

Stephen Goodwin, chairman of
the board, said a final decision
would be made when the board
meets April 13. 

“The search process is going
well,” he said. “We’re on track.
Paring down the applicants. Very
pleased with the consensus on the
search committee. A lot of qualified
applicants. We’re very confident.” 

Funk has helped recruit and
place the current presidents of
many of the country’s flagship and
land-grant universities, including
nearly a fourth of the sitting pres-
idents of the nation’s top 60 research
institutions and nine of the presi-
dents of Big Ten systems or their
flagship institutions, according to
the firm’s Web site.

During February, the field will be
narrowed to 10-15 candidates, and the
firm will conduct an extensive
search into the backgrounds of
these candidates, going back as far
as 10 years, Funk said. The firm
will look at newspaper and magazine
articles to see what has been writ-
ten about each candidate. 

A search like this would not be
invasive because this information
is public record, Funk said. The

firm will see if a particular candi-
date is “engaged in a lot of con-
troversy, received a vote of no-
confidence or been arrested for
some kind of misdeed.”  

An example of a president
embroiled in controversy is Larry
Summers, president of Harvard
University. He came under fire in
2005 when he said men outnum-
ber women in high-end science and
engineering positions because of
innate ability or innate preference. 

In March, the Harvard faculty
passed 218-185 a “lack of confi-
dence” motion in Summers’ lead-
ership. The lack of confidence vote
— less severe than a no-confidence
vote — has no formal effect on the
president’s position. Summers
resigned a year later.

Funk said any candidate with a
controversial background like this
would send up a red flag for the
search committee. 

He called the “no confidence
vote the kiss of death” for any can-
didate. Anyone with serious issues

at a previous institution would
not be a contender for the job. 

The board is seeking an indi-
vidual who will follow in Hard-
esty’s footsteps and not someone
who will make major changes at the
university, Funk said.

Later this month or in early
March, the field will again be nar-
rowed to six to 10 candidates. Funk
said “something visceral happens”
to members of the search commit-
tee when they interview these can-
didates. A chemistry will develop
between the committee and the top
three or four candidates, he said. 

The finalists will undergo fur-
ther scrutiny when the firm
reviews their credit history, con-
ducts a criminal background check
and searches for any litigation
history, Funk said.

In March, the two to four top
contenders will then publically
announce their intentions and
schedule interviews with the Board
of Governors, various constituen-
cies at WVU and in the state.

The brand new Rite-Aid Phar-
macy at the Triangle in West-
over will officially open its doors
at 9 a.m. Thursday, Assistant
Manager Jeff Phillips said.

SHOW ME THE MONEY, or at least some
receipts scribbled on the backs of old
envelopes and grocery bags.

This week, we were treated to the
spectacle of the former U.S. civilian
overlord of Iraq, Ambassador L. Paul
Bremer, squirming in the hot seat as
he attempted with little success to
explain what he did with 363 TONS
of newly printed, shrink-wrapped
$100 bills he had flown to Baghdad.

That’s $12 billion in cold, hard
American cash, and no one, especially
Bremer, seems to know where it went.

It may be an urban legend, but the
late Sen. Everett Dirksen, the Illinois
Republican, is widely quoted as say-
ing: ‘‘A billion here, a billion there, and
pretty soon you’re talking real money.’’
If he didn’t say it, he should have.

Bremer, who was awarded the Pres-
idential Medal of Freedom for his role

in screwing up the first two years of the
Iraq Occupation, said that a lot of the
cash was delivered to ministries of
the Iraqi government to meet payrolls
that were patently fraudulent.

The Department of Defense’s spe-
cial inspector general for Iraq, Stu-
art Bowen, said that a 2005 audit he
conducted found that in some min-
istries the payroll was padded with
up to 90 percent ‘‘ghost employees’’
— people who didn’t really work
there or perhaps didn’t really exist.

Bremer said that he decided to
provide the money to meet those
payrolls, even though he knew they
were bogus, for fear of starting riots
and demonstrations among the
Iraqis, real and imagined.

After all, the former czar told the rep-
resentatives, it wasn’t really our money
anyway. It was Iraqi money — oil
earnings and bank accounts seized
from Saddam Hussein’s government
— that we were holding in trust.

I can think of no period in Ameri-
can history when we sat idly by while
$12 billion just disappeared, poof, with-
out a paper trail; without heads rolling;
without someone going to prison.

And all this was happening at a
time in the war when American sol-
diers and Marines were going without
properly armored vehicles, without
lifesaving body armor and even with-

out some of the weapons they needed.
What does it take for the American

people’s gag reflex to kick in? When
do we begin to realize that this is
only the tip of an iceberg of fraud,
waste, abuse and corruption perpe-
trated on a monumental scale by the
Bush administration, its buddies
among the military contractors and
their handmaidens on Capitol Hill?

The cost of this war is swiftly
building toward a trillion dollars.
How much of that was siphoned off
by crooked and incompetent con-
tractors, greedy defense corpora-
tions and Iraqi crooks in a govern-
ment that we created and installed?

No one in the congressional hear-
ing has yet asked Bremer or the
inspector general how much of that
$12 billion in cash was handed out to
American contractors in Baghdad,

although that question begs to be
asked and answered.

During the dark days of World
War II, Congress established a Com-
mittee on War Profiteering and put
a little-known senator from Mis-
souri, Harry S. Truman, in charge.
Truman, a veteran of combat service
in World War I, was a bulldog.

His committee went after not only
those who stole money but also those
who provided shoddy equipment and
supplies for our troops. He had the
power to shut down an offending com-
pany or contractor, and he used it.

Where’s our Truman Commit-
tee today? Where are the righteous
representatives of the people charged
with standing guard over our troops
and our money?

We’ve wasted $600 billion on a
war that we’re losing, day by bloody

day, at a time when our president pre-
sents a federal budget that cuts
Medicare to find billions for more
that war. The Decider boasts that if
we do things his way, America’s
wealthiest individuals won’t have to
pay even one dollar more in taxes.

Perhaps we should let a no-bid
cost-plus contract to Halliburton to con-
struct large additions to the country
club federal prisons to accommodate
a population explosion in the years
ahead. Or, for convenience sake,
maybe we could just add a prison
wing to the $500 million George W.
Bush Presidential Library at South-
ern Methodist University in Dallas.
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School’s out
for winter?

Preston County facing crisis as
state inspectors set to tour facilities

Every winter has always been followed by a spring in Pre-
ston County.

Just as predictable, has been the closure of Preston’s schools
for numerous snow days during winter.

But earlier this week Preston’s superintendent of schools,
John Lofink, gave everyone reason to believe nothing is for cer-
tain any longer about the county’s three middle schools.

Although Central Preston Middle School has been closed since
mid-December 2006, after a state inspector said the main
building on the downtown Kingwood building was unsafe, appar-
ently the worst is yet to come.

According to Lofink, state inspectors will be at South Pre-
ston Middle next week and will, sooner than later, show up at
West Preston Middle School.

If you stop reading here, the flowers will bloom, the grass will
grow and the trees will sport leaves again in Preston County.

But if you wrestle with the condition of these facilities as a
parent, a student or a teacher, it looks like winter has got your
school in a headlock.

Lofink did not spare anyone the cold, hard truth about
this situation. “I am very afraid that the state [inspectors] will
go to those other two middle schools and close them.”

Clearly, this is the worst-case scenario for any school sys-
tem, especially one as stressed as Preston’s.

The closure of all three of this county’s middle schools,
affecting hundreds of children, is as unthinkable as the Storm
of the Century in 1993. But the conditions for that blizzard and
its aftermath were only felt for a week, at most. What Lofink’s
warning portends could overshadow spring.

Lofink, like most, if not all, school superintendents, is no Chick-
en Little. When he warns the sky is falling, Preston County’s
residents should take him at his word. We do.

Through the years we have reported, editorialized and
watched as the condition and maintenance of Preston Coun-
ty’s schools went from bad to worse. We have not held anything
back in our stories and editorials and more often than not have
put the blame where it belongs, on Preston’s residents.

But we cannot help but wonder how these three schools could
sink to a level where within weeks of each other they all face
closure. It would seem even the minimum of maintenance, a
stitch in time here and there, and regular inspections would have
prevented this scenario. We are not siding with Preston’s
naysayers, who rejected almost a half dozen excess levy mea-
sures for these schools since 1989, up until November, but we
now almost understand their reservations.

How and why should we trust a school system with new facil-
ities that would allow its old ones to get to the point its mid-
dle schools have?

Things could always be worse and blame is always in sea-
son. But, in the meantime, what never seems timely in Preston’s
schools are solutions.

Value education as
much as athletics

While I have never watched
Oprah Winfrey’s show, I under-
stand she is well respected and
has a loyal following. When asked
why she invested $40 million in a
leadership academy in South
Africa instead of here, Oprah
said:”I became so frustrated with
visiting inner-city schools (in
America) that I just stopped
going. The sense that you need to
learn just isn’t there. If you ask
the kids what they want or need,
they will say an iPod or some
sneakers. In South Africa they
don’t ask for money or toys. They
ask for uniforms so they can go to
school.” I say good for you Oprah.
But you shouldn’t have stopped
with the kids — you should have
continued on with the adults.

I enjoy athletics and I can quote
sports facts with the best. I attend
youth, high school, college and pro-
fessional sporting events. This fall I
was at one of the local high school’s
football games when I noticed that
there were around 90 players and
about nine coaches on the sideline.
One coach for every 10 players
doesn’t raise an eyebrow in this
town. Yet if a high school math
teacher suggests that smaller class
sizes are required, they are told to
suck it up and move on.

I realize that football schemes

are difficult to learn. But is it
more difficult to teach a lineman
to zone block or the square root
of 74? Is it more difficult to teach
the running back where the two
hole is or to teach PEMDAS? And
is it more difficult to teach the
fullback whether or not to block
that outside linebacker or to
teach him the equation of a line?

I know parents who can tell
you the location of every gym in
this county but couldn’t find their
child’s classroom. I know parents
who can tell you their kids scor-
ing and rebound average but not
their grade point average. And I
know parents who will take off a
day of work to go to an away
WVU game but can’t find the time
to go to a parent-teacher meeting.

When new Alabama football
coach Nick Saban landed at the
Tuscaloosa airport he was greet-
ed by a large crowd as the savior

of a beleaguered program. When
Nobel prize winning physicist
Carl Wieman landed at the same
airport he was probably met by
some physics professor in a Nova.

We are saddened when our ath-
letic heroes depart. We would have
been disappointed if Coach (Rich)
Rodriguez had moved on and we
took steps to ensure he stayed. So
why don’t we make a similar effort
to ensure our best educators don’t
move on because of money?
Rodriguez knows the value of a
good education — he negotiated for
an improved academic center for
his players. Maybe we adults can
learn from Rodriguez that we need
to invest as much of our time, effort
and resources in our children’s
education as we do in athletics.

I’ve never been a great fan of
labor unions.

developer Platinum Properties. In
turn, the city files a request for
disbursement with the develop-
ment authority.

After the request is approved,
the amount is sent by the devel-
opment authority to the city, which
then delivers the money to the
developer.

Platinum uses the money to
pay invoices from contractor
March-Westin Co., Paradigm Archi-
tecture and others involved in
completion of the project.

In 2003, the estimated cost of
the new West Virginia Public The-
atre was $15.8 million.

“If they don’t want to sell it
today or tomorrow, we still want
to keep this dialog going because
we would like to see this proper-
ty protected for any point in the
future,” he said.

Father John Agapito, a 10-year
resident of the Cheat Lake fri-
ary, said last week that the friary

is for sale. Agapito, Boyle said, is
a member of a different order of
priests, the Fathers of Mercy.
Agapito transferred this week to
his order’s headquarters in South
Union, Ky. 

The friary’s original struc-
ture, nicknamed “Thoney’s Cas-
tle,” was built between 1928 and
1933 by Thoney Pietro, an Ital-
ian immigrant and master stone-
mason, according to the friary
Web site, goodcounselfriary.org.

Former WVU music professor,
pianist Dr. Herman Godes, dies

The music has stopped for a
prominent pianist and former
music professor at WVU. 

Dr. Herman Godes, about 90,
taught music at WVU from 1960
to the early 1990s. Godes died at
home in Cookevile, Tenn., on Sat-
urday. He was a member of the
American Arts Trio while in res-
idence at WVU, and his many mas-
ter’s and doctoral students have
themselves gone on to distinguished
musical careers. 

“It was a sad loss, but if there
was a person who was truly
engaged in life, it was Herman,”
said Bernie Schultz, dean of the
College of Creative Arts at WVU.

Schultz remembers Godes as
an “excellent pianist and one of
the best performers ever ... a truly
engaging teacher with an excel-
lent sense of humor.” Schultz
recalled how Godes taught his step-
daughter, Stephanie, who was then
in junior high, how to play piano
one summer. 

“What happened in that one
summer transformed Stephanie
from playing notes to playing
music,” he said. “That really cap-
tures what he brought to us. Mul-
tiply that experience by your child
by hundreds of students and you
can see what a difference he made.”

Schultz said Godes had a lot of
funny habits such as when he
would drop talcum powder on the
piano keys before he started play-
ing. Godes had such sweaty fin-
gers that he thought it would take
away from his performance. 

John Beall, a music professor
and composer at WVU, was one
of Godes’ close colleagues. 

“He was one of the few musi-
cians who could fill up the Cen-
ter of Creative Art’s concert hall all
by himself,” he said. “When Godes
would perform at recitals, everyone
would come out to hear him play
piano.”

William Skidmore, a music pro-
fessor and cellist, often played
with Godes at recitals. “He was
always eager to play music, loved
it,” he said. 

Skidmore remembers that Godes
did not like to celebrate his birth-
day. On one birthday, Skidmore
came over to the house. Godes’

wife, Catherine, opened the door
and Godes was standing there won-
dering if Skidmore was going to
wish him “happy birthday.”
Instead, Skidmore propped up his
cello and started playing some
music. Godes joined in and they
played a Rachmaninov sonata.

Godes was born in Riga, Latvia,
in 1917. When World War II erupt-
ed in 1939, he served in the military
for two years before he was cap-
tured by the Germans. The Nazis
incarcerated Godes in a concen-
tration camp for four years during
World War II. Skidmore said Godes
survived because he told the Ger-
mans he could repair automobiles.
If asked by students or colleagues,
Godes would talk freely about his
horrific experiences then that
included the brutal execution of his
parents and brother.

After the war, Godes settled in
West Germany and quickly resumed
his musical career. He performed
with the Fifth Beethoven Concerto
with the Hamburg Philharmonic,
and within a few years he was a
much sought after pianist in Europe.
In 1950, Godes immigrated to the
United States and was soon offered
a contract by Columbia Artists
Management. He toured the coun-
try for 10 years as a Steinway Artist
before coming to WVU in 1960.

Godes retired from WVU in the
1990s. When Catherine accepted
a job teaching piano at Tennessee
Technological University, the cou-
ple moved to Cookville. He was
active as a teacher, clinician and
performer until the late 1990s,
when Alzheimer’s disease slowly
began to affect his health.

A memorial concert in his honor
will take place in the future.

How sweep it is for UHS

What a difference home cooking
makes.

After barely beating Morgan-
town, 58-52, in overtime at Mor-
gantown High School earlier this
season, it was University rolling to
an 86-74 win over the Mohigans on
Thursday night in boy’s basketball
action.

“It always helps when you play on
your home floor,” UHS head coach
Bruce Clinton said. “You’ve got to
protect your home court and tonight
we came out early and played real-
ly well and that obviously helped.”

The Hawks (16-1) pushed their
way to a 10-point lead midway
through the second quarter and
looked to be on their way to blowing
out the Mohigans (10-6) but the pesky
MHS team was able to force its way
back into the ball game.

On two straight trips down the
floor, J.T. Lewis slashed to the bas-
ket for easy lay-ups and then
Cameron Taylor converted a three-
point-play as the Mohigans cut the
UHS lead to just 31-28 on a bucket by
Elliott Law.

“J.T. did some nice things going
to the basket and we weren’t intim-
idated early on,” Yester said. “We
played hard and had a chance to
stay in the game at that point, but
they are just such a good team.”

Clinton then called a timeout.
“We were just going too fast,”

Clinton said. “We needed to work in
our sets and get some stops on the
defensive end and let that work to our
advantage.”

The plan worked as the Hawks
responded with an 11-0 run to take
the game over for good.

University pushed its lead to 20
points in the third quarter as Ben
Hewitt, who scored a career-high
27 points, stepped in front of a pass
and went the distance for a lay-up.

Even a 10-2 run by the Mohigans
midway through the third quarter
barely put a dent in the UHS lead as
the Hawks were able to force the
Mohigans into bad passes much of
the night and center Grand Meadows
was a presence on the inside as he
finished with four blocks, seven

rebounds and eight points.
“Grant really started out strong

for us tonight,” Clinton said. “I
think he blocked two of their first
shots and that really got us going. It
was his night tonight.”

Morgantown did manage to hit
some 3-pointers in the fourth quar-
ter to keep things close. With 3:53 left
in the final quarter, the Mohigans
trailed by just 10 points and had
the ball but failed to cut the UHS lead
and instead Lewis picked up his
fifth foul.

“We hung around and showed a
little guts at the end there,” Yester
said. “This could have been a
blowout.”

Taylor Dunn finished with 16
points to lead the Mohigans while
Lewis had 14 and Craig Carey added
13. Jedd Gyorko and Ryan Nehlen
each scored 19 for the Hawks.

UHS now owns two wins over
the Hawks in the regular season
but the big game awaits both teams
in sectionals.

“People can say what they want
about this game not meaning any-
thing,” Clinton said. “It still means
something. It still means something to
this team. Any time you play a game
it means something and any time you
play a game — you want to win.”

UHS returns to action on Tuesday
when it travels to John Marshall.
Morgantown hosts Martinsburg on
Saturday.

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Landis agrees not to ride again in France this year

Floyd Landis will skip the Tour de
France — and all races in France this
year — as part of an agreement with
French doping authorities in a case that
could strip him of cycling’s most presti-
gious title. Last year’s Tour champion
had hip-replacement surgery 4 1/2
months ago and was unlikely to have
competed in this year’s Tour. He agreed
Thursday not to race again in France
until 2008, and in return the French anti-
doping agency postponed its decision on
whether to suspend him from competing
in France for a maximum of two years
because of a positive doping test. ‘‘Floyd
is pleased that the AFLD has agreed
with his counsel’s request that they sus-
pend this proceeding,’’ spokesman
Michael Henson said. Earlier, AFLD
president Pierre Bordry said Landis
‘‘understood perfectly that if he didn’t
act today, we would start the procedure
immediately.’’ Landis, a Lancaster
County, Pa., native, will go before the
U.S. Anti-Doping Agency on May 14 and,
following that, the AFLD will deliver its
verdict in June.

PGA Tour schedule because Tiger
Woods and key corporate sponsors

stayed away from the majestic mountain
course at the foothills of the Rockies.
PGA Tour commissioner Tim Finchem
and tournament officials spent the last
two weeks in a final effort to find a cor-
porate sponsor, but talks with two poten-
tial partners fell apart. The Internation-
al has been without a title sponsor since
1999, and without any corporate spon-
sorship since 2003. The tournament,
known for its unique scoring system on
a Castle Pines golf course in the mile-
high air outside Denver, needed $8.5 mil-
lion in sponsorships, and Jack Vickers,
founder and president of Castle Pines
Golf Club, said cutting corners simply
wasn’t an option.

Louis, said Thursday that Diedre Pujols

served as her husband’s tutor. Moyer
said the 27-year-old Pujols spent about a
year preparing for the citizenship exam.
‘‘He even answered a bunch of addition-
al questions and gave us more answers
than we asked,’’ Moyer said. ‘‘He
clenched his fist and said, ‘I got 100 per-
cent!’

Eagles coach Andy Reid tested positive
for heroin after he caused a traffic acci-
dent last week that left another motorist
injured, police said Thursday. Garrett
Reid, the oldest son of the Eagles coach,
told authorities that he had used heroin
on Jan. 30 before he ran a red light in
suburban Philadelphia, striking a car
driven by a 55-year-old woman, police
said. A blood test conducted after the
crash showed that he was under the
influence of heroin, Plymouth Township
Deputy Police Chief Joseph Lawrence
said Thursday. No charges have been
filed against Reid, but Lawrence said
Reid would likely be charged with dri-
ving under the influence of a controlled
substance, a misdemeanor. Reid’s attor-
ney, William Winning, was not immedi-
ately available for comment Thursday
morning. On Tuesday, one of Andy
Reid’s other sons was arraigned on drug
and weapons charges stemming from an
alleged road rage incident the same day
as Garrett Reid’s accident.

IRVING, Texas — Wade Phillips
was hired Thursday to coach the
Dallas Cowboys, providing the club
with an experienced replacement
for Bill Parcells and someone well-
versed in the 3-4 defense.

The seventh coach in team his-
tory, Phillips is only the second to
arrive in Dallas with previous head
coaching experience. The other
was Parcells, who retired Jan. 22
after four seasons with the Cowboys.

Phillips, defensive coordinator
at San Diego the past three sea-
sons, has a 48-42 head coaching
record over three seasons with Buf-
falo, two with Denver and season-
ending interim stints with New
Orleans and Atlanta. The 59-year-
old son of longtime Houston Oilers
coach Bum Phillips has been in
the NFL for 30 of the last 31 seasons.

Wade Phillips joins Tom Landry
and Jimmy Johnson as the only
Texas natives to be in charge of
‘‘America’s Team.’’ Landry and
Johnson both won two Super Bowls
in Dallas.

‘‘It’s great to have these cow-
boys boots back in Texas,’’ Phillips
said, showing his boots from the
podium, where his father sat to

his right. ‘‘I’m excited about it.’’
Cowboys owner Jerry Jones

interviewed 10 candidates before
hiring his sixth coach since buying
the team in 1989. Phillips was inter-
viewed two weeks ago, and his
chances of getting the job seemed
to be fading when supposed favorite
Norv Turner was among five more
who followed him.

But Jones chose the defensive-
minded Phillips over Turner, a two-
time head coach who was the Cow-
boys’ offensive coordinator for
Super Bowl titles in ’92 and ’93 .

‘‘We needed to get it right. In
my mind we got it right,’’ Jones
said, getting emotional as he intro-
duced Phillips.

After Jason Garrett interviewed
for the head coaching vacancy Jan.
25, Jones hired him to an unspeci-
fied role on the coaching staff. It has
been presumed that he will be the
offensive coordinator, but Phillips
said he didn’t want to discuss Gar-
rett’s role until he had a chance to
talk to the former Cowboys backup
quarterback.

DAYTONA BEACH, Fla. — Dale
Earnhardt Jr. wants more than a
piece of his father’s company. He
wants his stepmother to give him

majority owner-
ship, a negotiating
demand that might
force him to part
ways with Dale
Earnhardt Inc.
after this season.

His DEI con-
tract is up at the
end of the year,
and negotiations
have been tense

since Teresa Earnhardt seeming-
ly questioned his commitment to
the team in a December interview.

‘‘The main factor is the ownership
part,’’ Earnhardt Jr. said Thurs-
day at NASCAR’s annual presea-
son media day at Daytona Interna-
tional Speedway. ‘‘It has nothing
to do with money and nothing else
really. ... My father has been gone for
five, six years now. I want majori-
ty ownership. That’s basically it.’’

Earnhardt said he was unsure
whether his stepmother would be
willing to give up ownership. But he
seems determined to try.

If NASCAR’s most popular driver
were to leave DEI, he would become
the sport’s most sought-after free
agent. Most people believe Earn-
hardt only would part ways with
DEI to drive for team owner Richard
Childress, who fielded cars for the
elder Earnhardt during six of his
seven championship seasons.

Childress has said he would be
interested in talking to Junior.

Kevin Harvick has said he would
be thrilled to have Junior as a team-
mate. He even called Teresa Earn-
hardt a ‘‘deadbeat owner that does-
n’t come to the racetrack’’ two weeks
ago.

The widow of the late Dale Earn-
hardt, Teresa Earnhardt took over
as DEI’s chief executive officer after
Earnhardt’s death in 2001 at the
Daytona 500.

Four-time NASCAR champion
Jeff Gordon said the following day
he expected Junior to leave DEI,
adding he would have his pick of
teams and that Teresa was ‘‘making
a big mistake’’ if she didn’t recognize
her stepson was ‘‘holding all the
cards.’’

Mountain
Madness

Bristol Motor Speedway is the stuff legends are made of

BRISTOL, Tenn. — Every legend starts somewhere.
The Bristol legend started in Charlotte.

On a sweaty Sunday 47 years ago, Carl Moore and two
other Tennessee dreamers drove over the mountains to
inspect North Carolina’s new superspeedway. They
adored what they saw, but the scale far exceeded Bristol’s
geographic and demographic limitations. 

The solution: Shrink the sucker down to backwoods
mountain size. 

“We’d been over to Charlotte, and we just hoped to fill
up the 18,000 seats we built originally,” Moore said in an
interview last summer. “We couldn’t even do that. That
was before ESPN. We had no fan base. It was a different
animal entirely.” 

The contemporary animal holds 160,000 patrons, cheer-
ful witnesses holding the most cherished ticket on the cir-
cuit. No matter how you count, a crowd of 160,000 defies
every common template. With tickets from $99 to $130, and
even higher for certain suites, any accountant can start
the gate estimate at $16 million and keep going. 

America’s five largest stadiums are racetracks, the
Indianapolis Brickyard widely acclaimed as the most for-
midable. But Bristol Motor Speedway built its niche as the
most bizarre beast among the paved giants, an aluminum
bowl rising from Beaver Creek. The other stadiums are
sprawling projects surrounding tracks up to 2.66 miles
long. 

Bristol opened on July 30, 1961, as a half-mile track. A
17-year-old recording star, Brenda Lee, sang the national
anthem. Jack Smith won the inaugural Volunteer 500
with crucial assistance from relief driver Johnny Allen. 

A 1969 renovation extended the concrete to .533 miles
and increased the banking to 36 degrees in the corners,
the steepest on the Nextel Cup map. Bristol’s climb
seemed steeper to Moore, Larry Craig and R.G. Pope, the
three founders who plopped their short track on farmland
in the midst of jagged mountain peaks. Looking at old pho-
tos, the eyes jump to the terrain. Modest grandstands
obscure only a fragment of the horizon, the remainder
punctuated by the slim steel guardrails and the trees a few
feet beyond them. 

If sports-marketing manuals had existed 47 years ago,
they might have offered Bristol some cogent advice: Don’t.
The Tri-Cities market consisted of three towns (Bristol,
Johnson City, Kingsport) with winding roads leading
mostly to nowhere. 

North Wilkesboro, Darlington and Martinsville demon-
strated long ago that market size isn’t everything. 

The combination of a Sleepy Hollow market and the
haphazard NASCAR business model nearly shipped the
Bristol speedway down the river. 

“The people didn’t know about Bristol,” Moore said.
“We couldn’t get enough publicity. Larry and I put a sign
up on every telephone pole in the Southeast. Tickets were
just $3, $4 and $5. I remember going down to the newspa-
per office and handing out free tickets and telling people
to come over and watch a race.” 

Sometimes, they couldn’t get enough drivers. Before
R.J. Reynolds Tobacco Co. rescued NASCAR in 1971, cre-
ating the Winston Cup and underwriting the sport, the
Grand National schedule resembled a baseball rookie
league. 

Some guys might run in any can-kicker town   on any
given night, but not necessarily all the guys. 

In 1964, for instance, Richard Petty started 61 races and
failed to finish 20 yet still won the points championship.

Billy Wade started only 36 races but ranked fourth in points. 
After RJR got involved, the schedule dropped from 47

races to 31, and NASCAR required all drivers to show up
for all races. That stabilized Winston Cup, but the 1960s
had already destabilized the Bristol operation. 

Few romantic racing tales unfold without speed
bumps. Bristol Motor Speedway rammed into several jolt-
ing bumps along the way. 

Media director Lori Worley learned the track’s history
while growing up in Bristol. One obscure tidbit: The
speedway might have wound up in nearby Piney Flats if
not for church members’ fears of alcohol consumption. 

The speedway didn’t sell beer for years, but the predic-
tion eventually proved true. 

The founders put together a large tract closer to Bluff
City, on the Bristol fringe. An enterprising fellow with an
adjacent farm sold parking spaces on a hill for $2, and
entire families would watch from the beds of pickup
trucks, Worley’s family and Mike Helton’s family among
them. Helton later flipped hamburgers inside the  speed-
way and covered races for a local radio   station.
Entranced by the spectacle, he chose a racing career and
in 2000 became the NASCAR president. 

From the business perspective, the good old days
weren’t all that good, certainly not anywhere near as good
as now. Bristol turned on the lights in 1978, which turned
down the heat and intensified the energy generated by
sparks flying underneath the cars. Extensive cable cover-
age revealed those sparks, those unavoidable collisions,
those intentional bumps and those incredibly mad dri-
vers. Cults have been built on less.

Snowboarder extraordinaire

There is no question winter has
belatedly arrived in our area, and
while many high school students
have enjoyed the unexpectedly
balmy weather, others have been
pining for those glorious days when
the snow flies and the temperature
plummets.

These hardy souls wait anxiously
in the pre-dawn morning by the
radio, desperately hoping to hear
those magical words: “All area
schools are closed.”

While most of their classmates
take that as their cue to remain
buried under the covers until at
least noon, guys like University
High junior Zach Lancaster imme-
diately jump up, grab a quick bite,
and head to the slopes.

He’s a snowboarder, and his
sport is his passion.

“I started when I was 7 and we
lived in Idaho,” Lancaster said,
“and when we hit the slopes the
first time, I tried skiing. I wasn’t very
good at it, but I tried snowboarding,
and I picked it up a lot faster. Now
it’s my favorite thing to do.”

Lancaster’s family moved to
Utah, another Mountain West state
known for its fabulous slopes, and
he continued to improve his rid-
ing skills.

Then his family landed in Mor-
gantown, and while there are several
ski resorts within a few hours drive,
no one would mistake the slopes

and snow at Snowshoe with the
serious ski country Lancaster had
just left.

But a snowboarder, especially
one who is into jumps and tricks
more than racing, can find a way to
keep perfecting his technique, no
matter what. So Lancaster contin-
ued to ride his skateboard when
the weather doesn’t cooperate, and
heads to the slopes as soon as the
chair lifts are operating.

All that dry land training must
be working, because Lancaster com-
peted well in the Scion West Virginia
Open Ski/Snowboard Competition
held at Snowshoe Mountain in
Snowshoe Jan. 27-28.

Lancaster finished third in both
the Rail Jam event (where the board-
ers perform tricks as they slide
down sloped rails and ramps) and
the Slopestyle competition (a com-
bination of rails, ramps, and jumps

that challenges riders to string
tricks together as they ride the
course). His riding buddy, UHS
freshman Josh Zerkel, finished sec-
ond in the Rail Jam event.

“We push each other when we’re
on the slopes, try to make each
other better,” Lancaster said of
Zerkel. 

“We make each other try harder
and harder tricks, and it shows up
during competitions.”

Most snowboard riders obvi-
ously take great inspiration from
ESPN’s Winter X-Games, and when
asked to describe his preparation for
competitions, Lancaster sounded
just like his snowboarding heroes,
J.P. Walker and Stevie Bell.

“You’ve got to be consistent with
your tricks,” he said. “Falling, even
during a really tough trick, really
cuts down your score, so you’ve
got to be able to land them. Josh
and I will check out the course,
then we’ll plan out our runs, try to
make them original, different from
everyone else. Then we sort of visu-
alize what we’re gonna do out there.
Sometimes it all goes like you plan
it, but you always have to be ready
to improvise if you need to.”

Lancaster, who hopes to go to
college “somewhere, anywhere, as
long as it’s out West,” recently reg-
istered to take a course at WVU,
making him eligible to try out for the
WVU Snowboard Team. 

He made the team, and now com-
petes at the college club level as a
high school junior. But the difference
between club snowboarding and
Division I snowboarding is as big as
the difference between the
Appalachian and Rocky Mountains.

“It would be awesome to com-
pete in college out there, but I don’t
know. Those guys are really good,”
Lancaster said. 

“My mom wants me to major in
accounting, but I’d really love to
stay involved with the sport some-
how. My friends and I video each
other all winter long, then we spend
all summer editing the footage,
putting it to music, and creating a
video of the season. It’s pretty cool,
and I really like doing it. It’d be
great to do something like that.”

C’mon, mom, do you really think
ledger balances and navy blue suits
can compete with back flips and
720’s?

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Marine withdraws guilty plea in killing of Iraqi

CAMP PENDLETON, Calif. — A
military judge granted a Marine
corporal’s request Thursday to with-
draw his guilty plea to charges of
murdering an unarmed Iraqi civil-

ian, but warned the serviceman that
he could be sentenced to death if
convicted.

Cpl. Trent Thomas, 25, pleaded
guilty as part of a pretrial agree-
ment to several charges Jan. 18,
including kidnapping and murder,
in the slaying of 52-year-old Hashim
Ibrahim Awad, in Hamdania in 2006.
But Thomas said Thursday he no
longer believes he’s guilty and was
following a lawful order.

‘‘Sir, when my country gives me
an order, I follow it,’’ Thomas told the

judge, Lt. Col. Tracy A. Daly, adding
that the order came from his squad
leader, Sgt. Lawrence Hutchins III,
and higher up the chain of com-
mand.

‘‘I believe I had justification,’’
Thomas said.

The judge warned Thomas he
could face the death penalty because
he is no longer bound by the pretrial
agreement. But the death penalty
is a long shot because Lt. Gen. James
Mattis, who is overseeing the case,
has said he does not want Thomas or

any of the other troops accused in the
case to face execution.

Thomas, of Madison, Ill., was one
of a squad of seven Marines and a
sailor accused in 2006 of hatching a
plot to kill an Iraqi in the town of
Hamdania. Four others pleaded
guilty to lesser charges. Thomas,
the squad’s second in command,
could face life in prison.

Outside court, Thomas’ attorney,
Victor Kelley, said his client had
an ‘‘epiphany’’ Wednesday night
and decided to withdraw his pleas.

‘‘Corporal Thomas has always want-
ed to fight it,’’ Kelley said of the
charges.

The request to withdraw the pleas
came at the beginning of the sec-
ond day of Thomas’ sentencing hear-
ing.

Thomas testified last month about
his role in the killing, saying he
and three other troops grabbed Awad
after scrapping plans to go after a sus-
pected insurgent living next door
to the man.

When asked why, he said, ‘‘We

would get someone else to make a
statement that Marines, we were
sick and tired of getting bombed.’’

Thomas also said he helped bind
Awad’s hands and feet, and that he
fired several rounds into the man
after another Marine killed him.

John Hutson, a former top Navy
lawyer who practiced military law
for 28 years, said he could not recall
a single military case in which a
defendant withdrew a guilty plea
after giving lengthy testimony detail-
ing his involvement.

Prosecution rests
in CIA leak trial

WASHINGTON — NBC’s Tim
Russert deflected criticism of his
ethics and credibility as he com-
pleted a heated second day of cross-
examination Thursday in the trial
of former White House aide I. Lewis
‘‘Scooter Libby.

Russert, who testified he never
discussed outed CIA operative Valerie
Plame with Libby, was the final pros-
ecution witness before Special Pros-
ecutor Patrick Fitzgerald rested his
three-week perjury and obstruction
case. Libby’s attorneys will begin
calling witnesses Monday.

The journalist was subjected to the
kind of interrogation he usually
gives guests on his Sunday television
show ‘‘Meet the Press,’’ as attorneys
flashed excerpts of his previous
statements on a video monitor and

asked him to explain inconsistencies.
A law school graduate, Russert

avoided several traps defense attor-
neys laid before him. He seemed
uncomfortable at times, however, as
they asked him to explain why he
willingly told an FBI agent about a
July 2003 conversation with Libby,
then gave a sworn statement saying
he would not testify about that con-
versation because it was confidential.

‘‘Did you disclose in the affidavit
to the court that you had already dis-
closed the contents of your conver-
sation with Mr. Libby,’’ Wells asked.

‘‘As I’ve said, sir ... ‘‘Russert
began.

‘‘It’s a yes or no question,’’ Wells
interrupted.

‘‘I’d like to answer it to the best
of my ability,’’ Russert said.

‘‘This is a very simple question.
Either it’s in the affidavit or it’s
not?’’ Wells asked. ‘‘Did you dis-
close to the court that you had
already communicated to the FBI the
fact that you had communicated
with Mr. Libby?’’

‘‘No,’’ Russert said.

White House
backs Pelosi
in plane tiff

WASHINGTON — The White
House on Thursday defended House
Speaker Nancy Pelosi against Repub-
lican criticism that her desire to
fly in an Air Force transport plane
is an extravagance.

‘‘This is a silly story and I think it’s
been unfair to the speaker,’’ White
House spokesman Tony Snow said.

Republicans are taking issue
with the size of the plane Pelosi
would need to fly in to reach her
hometown of San Francisco without
refueling. There are three Air Force
airplanes that have the fuel capac-
ity to make the trip nonstop, with the
largest being a C-32 plane, a military
version of the Boeing 757-200.

Pelosi speculated Wednesday
that Department of Defense offi-
cials were distorting the story as ret-
ribution for her stance against the
war and former Defense Secretary
Donald H. Rumsfeld.

The Pentagon this week informed
Pelosi’s staff that she would be pro-
vided with a plane but that its size
would be based on availability.

Pa. father charged

PITTSBURGH — The father of a
young girl who died of exposure had
knocked her unconscious because he
was angry she wouldn’t go to bed,
then took her outside in freezing tem-
peratures and left her there, police
said before the man’s arraignment
Thursday.

Nyia Miangel Page, who was about
to turn 2, was found dead Sunday on a
wooded knoll about a 10-minute walk
from the family’s home. Tiny foot-
prints in the snow suggested she had
gotten up and wandered around
before she died, police said.

Her father, William Lorenzo Page,
23, of Braddock, was arrested on
charges of criminal homicide, kidnap-
ping, false reports and simple assault.

Page told police he woke up early
Saturday and found the girl awake
and playing near a mirror in the hall-

way, according to the criminal com-
plaint. He said he got mad when the
girl wouldn’t go back to bed so he hit
her so hard she hit her head and was
unconscious, the complaint said.

New explosion hampers
efforts to stop K.C. blaze

KANSAS CITY, Mo. — Another
explosion Thursday slowed firefight-
ers’ progress as they tried to put out a
day-old fire that engulfed a chemical
distribution plant.

The last of the hot spots were being
doused Thursday morning when
another explosion came from inside
the Chemcentral Corp. plant, Battal-
ion Chief Joe Vitale said.

A number of 55-gallon drums had
ignited at the plant Wednesday, send-
ing fireballs into air and black smoke
over the downtown skyline. Two plant
workers suffered minor injuries.

Lutherans defrock gay
pastor for having partner

ATLANTA — The Evangelical

Lutheran Church in America said
Thursday it is removing from the cler-
gy a gay minister from Atlanta who
announced he has a partner.

The Rev. Bradley Schmeling, who
has led St. John’s, Atlanta’s oldest
Lutheran church, since 2000, will be
removed from the roster effective
Aug. 15, according to a report from the
ELCA’s disciplinary committee.

Schmeling, who was open about his
sexuality when he took the job,
announced last year he had found a
lifelong companion. Bishop Ronald
Warren asked the 44-year-old pastor to
resign, but Schmeling refused.

FDA approves the first
nonprescription diet pill

WASHINGTON — The nation’s
ongoing battle against obesity has a
new weapon — the first government-
approved diet pill that can be bought
without a prescription.

Intended only for people 18 and
older, the drug, called alli, is a
reduced-strength version of the pre-
scription diet drug Xenical.

DEAR DR. GOTT: My gastroen-
terologist has diagnosed me as
having a spastic colon, or IBS. He
said this condition is chronic in
nature and is aggravated by stress
and anxiety. He prescribed
Prilosec for acid reflux.

I’m plagued with a near con-
stant urge to have a bowel move-
ment. However, after having a
normal bowel movement, I contin-
ue to have pressure and pain in
the rectal area all the time. My
doctor simply told me to know
where restrooms are located when
I leave home. This is hardly a
practical solution. Additionally, I
have a constant offensive taste in
my mouth that curbs my appetite,
and I have to force myself to eat.

I recently began taking IBS
tablets and enteric-coated pepper-
mint capsules with thyme and
rosemary. Please advise if this
will help my condition, or what
medication and supplements you
recommend. 

DEAR READER: Although I
don’t have a problem with what
you are using, you might consider
alternatives if your program is
not successful. One alternative is
Digestive Advantage IBS.

DEAR READER: Fats are not
specifically addressed by the diet
because without sugar or flour
foods, the intake of fat is reduced:
no pasta, no cheese; no bagels, no
cream cheese; no morning toast,
no butter, and so on.

By not restricting fats in the
diet, people find the no-flour, no-
sugar diet to be much easier to fol-
low — and more pleasurable. I
should add that my patients on
the diet have much lower choles-
terol levels, a welcome result.
